In accordance with the latest COVID-19 Mandate from the State of lowa. A
public visitation will be held from 5 to 7 p.m. Wednesday at the Sharp Funeral
Home in Carroll. The following restrictions will be enforced:

* A limit of 15 people inside the funeral home will be enforced at any given
time. Once 15 are inside the funeral home, patrons will be allowed to enter on
a 1in and 1 out basis. Those waiting outside in line for admittance shall not
exceed 30 people. Those 30 people are asked to social distance while in line.
If the line outside exceeds 30 people we ask that patrons wait inside their
vehicles until the line for admittance lowers below the state requirement of 30
people. Masks are required inside, as well as outside when waiting in line.



Visitation without greeting the family will be held from 9:30 until 10 a.m.
Thursday morning at Sacred Heart Church in Templeton. Those in attendance
at the church are required to wear a mask and abide by the latest Covid-19
restrictions.
